Payment Account Reference (PAR) is a non-financial reference value assigned to each
unigue PAN to link a Payment Account represented by PAN and its affiliated Tokens

PAN refers to the card number of the
cardholder’s credit card, debit card, store credit
card, or gift card

EEEE Each PAR number is made of 29 unique
mpgeaw e alphanumeric characters and does not change
throughout the PAN’s lifecycle event

Token is an algorithmically generated number to
protect the payment account’s sensitive data
during the payment process
